Turning on the device
· Press button is on the top left face of device

Selecting page sets 
· see pp. 23-24 in manual (“Using the Page Browser”)
· > Setup button (blue button w/ scissors and glue icons)

· > Page browser

· > Scroll through folders on left side of screen to find page set that you want, and then select it  (e.g., “12 Adult;” the number 12 indicates the number of cells on each page)

· > Select the page on the right that you want by touching the box immediate to the left of the page (e.g., the box next to “12 ADULT MAIN”). An “X” will appear in the little box.

· Hint: the first page that appears on the right side of the screen will always be the “main page” for that set of pages

· > Select “Go to Page” (do NOT select “OK”)

· > Select OK
