Other Info/Special features
· An extended message of 60 sec can be recorded on Level 5.
· You can lock in messages so that they are not accidentally erased

· Can get a carrying case that stays on while you communicate ($29)
Instructions

This device is NOT one of the simpler ones, in terms of basic programming. The manual is also confusing in some places. Hopefully the instructions below will help. 

Recording messages:  
· Insert overlay; be sure to number the overlay so that you will know which level it corresponds to

· Turn switch on the back to “on” position

· Press green record button (not labeled); located to right of cells on front of device
· Level that you are on lights up for 3 sec

· If you are on the desired level, press the cell you’d like to record (if not, see “Changing levels” below)
· A red light just to the left of the cell will briefly go on, off, and on again. Wait until it goes on the 2nd time to begin speaking

· Press the cell again when you have finished recording

Changing levels:
· press and release the gold button (to the right of the cells) until the light next to the level you want is lit

Linear/Automatic Scanning (Called “Press Select” in the manual)

· plug in switch 

· close switch (i.e., hold it down) to activate scanning
· close switch again once light next to correct cell is lit up. Voice output should be activated

If the device does not automatically scan (or if you can only play one cell), you may be in the other scanning mode. See “Change scanning modes” below.

Directed/Inverse Scanning (Called “Press Release” in the manual)
· plug in switch 

· Close the switch (i.e., hold it down) until you reach the cell you wish, and then release the switch to play the message

If the device does not work this way, you are probably in the other scan mode (“Press Select”). See “Change scanning modes” below. 
Change scanning modes

The only way to tell which scanning mode that you are in is to plug in a switch and try it out. If you are not in the mode that you desire, change the scanning mode as follows:

· Use gold button to set to Level 3

· Once you are in Level 3, hit the gold button again

· While the #3 light is blinking, press Cell #4. This switches the scanning mode

· Use the gold button to return to the level you want to be on

· Use switch to activate. The scanning mode should have changed.
Adjust scanning speed
· Set to Level 3

· Press the Gold button again once you are at Level 3.

· While the Level 3 light is flashing, press Cell #3. The Level 3 light will stop blinking and will be solid green

· Press the button of the desired scanning speed:

· 1 = 0.5 sec (fastest)

· 2 = 1 sec

· 3 = 1.5 sec

· 4 = 2.0 sec

· 5 = 2.5 sec 
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
