Other Info/Special features
· Comes with free software so the team can complete programming on a home or work computer (no need to take device from client to program)
· A row of cells on one side appear on every page w/o needing to program each page, including Home, Speak, Erase, Onscreen Keyboard
· Comes with some pre-programmed pages, but there is only one set of pages and they are not as extensive as other pre-made board sets such as Functionally Speaking or Gateway
· Pre-made boards are phrase-based; you will need to create new boards for using Fitzgerald Keys, single word symbols, etc.
· Very easy to create new pages
· Comes with durable rubber sides that protect device and make it easy to grip
Instructions

These instructions are for the Say it! SAM software that comes with the SM1. You will need other instructions if you have an XP1 and are running a different software program.

Turning on the device
· On button is on the left side of the device. One quick click will turn it on, but it takes a few moments to turn on. Be patient!
Turning on the device
· Off button is on the left side of the device (same as on button). You may need to hold it in for several seconds to activate it.

Setup of pre-programmed pages

· Notice the row of symbols on the right (Home, Speak, Erase, etc.). This is a permanent display; it will appear on each page even for new pages that you program

· Notice that any symbol that has a plus sign in the upper right corner indicates that this cell is linked to another page

· Cruise around the pages to investigate the set-up. You can always return to the main page by selecting “Home.”

· You can change most of the settings – when the message will play, how long pressure is required on the cells to select a symbol, etc. 

· Go to “Menu” (bottom right of screen) to adjust options

· Volume adjustment is on this page

· For other options, select the “Setup” button in the upper right corner

Creating a new page

· From the home page, select Menu (bottom right cell)

· Make sure “Output Mode” is on “Speak” 

· Select “Setup” button

· Under “Page Setup,” select “Create New”

· Give your page a name (e.g., Basketball game); use the onscreen keyboard to name the page. You may want to use a stylus. Notice that the word prediction appears as you are typing. Select “Close” on the keyboard (NOT close on the bottom right of the screen) when you are finished.
· Under “Layout,” leave it at “(none)”

· Under “Page,” leave it at “(none)”

· Select “Create”

· The page that appears has the layout of your new board on the left 1/3 of the screen. The default is for a 5 x 4 board. 

· Change the background color by selecting “Page Color” at the top left of the screen

· Increase the amount of space between the cells by changing the number under “Cell spacing” (higher # = more space)

· “Label” indicates what label will appear for that cell on the board

· “Message” indicated the message that will be spoken when the cell is selected

· “Set picture” is where you select the graphic symbol (if you are using something other than just text) that will appear in the cell. Select “Set picture” and type out the name of what you are looking for (e.g., referee)
· If you want the cell to have some type of action, such as play a sound file or perform an ECU command (such as hitting the “Play” button on a DVD player), select the appropriate command under “Action.” 

· Under “Text location,” select the location where you would like the text to appear in the cell

· Toward the right of the screen, you can choose the cell style, cell color font type, font style, font size, font color, border size, and border color.

· When you are done with one cell, simply touch the cell that you would like to program next.
· Select “Done” (lower right) when finished. 
· Board will appear in its full size

· Notice that you can return to the home page even if you did not program this in (upper right symbol)

· However, you will need to create a link to your new page if you want to link it to an existing page (see the CD Manual)
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
