Overview:
This course will provide an introduction to the various aspects of communication, including (a) speech, (b) language, and (c) hearing. Lectures, class discussions, and case examples (including videotapes of individuals with communication disorders) will be used to illustrate various communication disorders.

Objectives:
Students in this course will:

· develop a basic understanding of typical communication processes and theories
· develop an awareness of a range of communication disorders and classify them as disorders of speech, language, and/or hearing
· develop an awareness of what it is like to have a communication disorder
· develop an understanding of the scope of practice of speech-language pathologists and audiologists
· determine whether or not they are interested in pursuing further study in the field of communication disorders

Course Requirements
1. Attendance and Time Commitment – Students are responsible for all material presented in class, for examination and assignment purposes. Attendance is highly encouraged. Students are expected to spend about 3-6 hours/week outside of class on this course, including reading assignments and completion of the graded assignments.
2. Assigned Readings – Students are responsible for all material covered in the textbook and required supplemental readings, for examination and assignment purposes. Completing the readings before class will make the class more enjoyable; students will be able to participate more fully and will be better able to integrate the information presented. 

3. Exams (100 points each) - Four exams will be given throughout the semester.  Each student will have the lowest of his/her four exam scores dropped.  Exams will focus on readings, lectures, handouts, supplemental notes, videos, guest speakers, and discussions.  All examinations will be cumulative; the bulk of the questions for each exam (~80%) will focus on new information, but a few questions from previous sections will also be included. Exams may include multiple choice, true/false, fill-in-the-blank, and short answer questions.
If you miss an exam: Conflict exams will not be given under ANY circumstances.  It is highly recommended that students take each exam in case an emergency arises later in the semester. If it is determined, at the discretion of the instructor, that a student has valid reasons for missing two exams, the student will make up an exam by submitting a 20 page paper. The student will select a relevant topic for this paper which must be approved by the instructor. If the student does not have valid reasons for missing both exams, the student will receive a “0” for the missing exam score.  
Arriving on time: It is particularly critical to come to class on time on exam days. Once a student has completed an exam and left the classroom, no other students will be permitted to enter the classroom. If a student comes late and another student has already completed the exam and left the room, the student who is late will not be permitted to take the exam.

4. Assignments
There are 2 types of assignments for this course. All assignments are posted on WebCT:
Pass/Fail assignments: 
There are 2 pass/fail assignments. You must get at least 70% on this assignment to pass. If your grade is lower than 70%, you will lose 5 percentage points on your final grade. 
a. Library Assignment (Pass/Fail)

You will go to Zimmerman Library to learn some basic research skills (see below for date). You will hand in a brief assignment that you will complete while you are at the library. 

b. Research Assignment (Pass/Fail)

You will review a peer-reviewed research article on the communication disorders topic of your choice and hand in a brief write-up for this assignment. 

Graded Assignments
a. Two Clinical Observations (25 points each)
Students will complete 2 clinical observations in the UNM Speech and Hearing Clinic (or elsewhere, upon approval from the instructor).  It is highly recommended that students complete the clinical observations as soon as possible
· Students will complete a brief written paper after observing each assessment or treatment session. Specific guidelines are posted on WebCT. 
· Clients frequently cancel appointments, so it is CRITICAL to plan ahead; it is highly recommended that you schedule observation times at least 2 weeks (preferably more) before the assignment is due. CLIENT CANCELLATIONS ARE NOT AN ACCEPTIBLE EXCUSE FOR NOT TURNING IN ASSIGNMENTS ON TIME.

Keeping copies of assignments: For the duration of the semester, students are responsible for keeping a copy of the assignments they submit. Once the instructor hands back graded assignments, students must retain this copy.

Late Assignments

Late assignments will be penalized by 20 percentage points per day - NO EXCEPTIONS. Assignments are due AT THE BEGINNING OF CLASS on the date that they are due.
